Job Positions Available - July 2nd until August 22nd, 2008.
Sailing Instructor

Sailing instructor positions for the time period beginning Wednesday, July 2nd, running to Friday, August 22nd. Must be OSA/CYA certified instructor. Previous teaching and/or leadership experience is an asset but not mandatory.  The ability to work with all age groups as well as the ability to work with fellow co-workers in a supportive manner is of the up most importance. 

The daytime hours, from approximately 8:30 to 5:00, are required to teach junior sailing lessons for children ranging from 9 to 16 years of age. Adult classes held on Tuesday and Thursday evenings will also require instruction hours (not all instructors will be required to work these evenings).
Volunteer/Instructor in Training

This is a volunteer position where the main role is to assist in the efficient operation of the sailing school. This includes planning, implementing and evaluating the program in cooperation with the program supervisor, instructors and Read Commodore. You will be required to attend all training sessions. You may volunteer for a minimum of 2-weeks (1 full session) or for the full sailing school program. 
 
Sailing School Supervisor

Mature person required to oversee the sailing school program at the Barrie Yacht Club. This position does not require sailing skills or instructor qualifications, but will require a Pleasure Craft Operators Card issued by Transport Canada for the use and operation of a zodiac. A first aid and CPR level C certificate will also be required.

The responsibilities of this position will as follows:

· Follow the City of Barrie’s Summer Camp sign in and out procedure for all campers, make Friday night phone calls at the start of a new session and keep daily attendance.

· Track all paper work and evaluation sheets from parents and instructors.
· Supervise all first aid procedures.
· Act as liaison between parents and Rear Commodore at BYC.

· Oversee instructor and volunteer’s behavior with campers on and off the water.

· Prepare zodiacs for each day.
· Assure that all sailing boats and equipment are properly handled and stored.

· Report all equipment problems to Rear Commodore.

Position will run from July 2nd until August 22nd, 2008.
